Entrance hall with a UPVC double glazed front door, low level 
storage, and attractive tiled flooring. 
 
A good sized sitting room with parquet flooring, stairs to the first 
floor, and lovely south-facing sea views. 
 
The kitchen/breakfast room is fitted with an excellent range of 
modern wall and base units with soft closing drawers and doors, a 
contrasting stone effect worktop, and integrated Bosch twin 
electric ovens and touch control induction hob with an extractor 
over. There is a central island unit with a one and a half bowl sink 
and mixer tap, space for a tall fridge/freezer, low level lighting, 
recessed ceiling spotlights, attractive tiled flooring, and ample 
space for a kitchen table. 
 
Cloakroom fitted with a white suite and tiled flooring. 
 
Useful separate utility room with space and plumbing for a 
washing machine and tumble dryer, tiled flooring, and a glazed 
door to the outside. 
 
First floor landing with a boiler cupboard housing a wall mounted 
Vaillant gas fired boiler. 
 
There are three first floor bedrooms, two of which have built-in 
wardrobes. Two bedrooms benefit from superb, far reaching 
south-facing sea views. There is also potential to create access 
from the third bedroom to a south-facing balcony, which would 
enjoy fantastic sea views. 
 
The fully tiled bathroom is fitted with a white suite comprising a 
panelled bath with a mixer tap and independent shower over, a 
glass shower screen, wash basin, WC, chrome ladder style heated 
towel rail, and tiled flooring.
